The EAdSIG May Meeting

There was a good turn out (21 people) for our meeting.
Since Mike Kirschner was still not able to be with us (we
hope his recovery is progressing), I agreed to write
again. We were treated to remarkable demonstrations
by Geoff Broadhurst and Rick Matteson.

Geoff first showed us some labels that he printed using
the Tekton font on labels he had purchased from Paper
Direct. These labels came in a 100 pack. He set up the
printing in a page layout program — they looked great.
He then gave a demonstration of a shareware program
called Lightning Paint from a Power User 8.0 disk from
MacWarehouse (this and other programs from this disk
will be available from Public Domain - watch for them)
Lightning Paint program was fun to use.

Geoff also showed us a 352K program called
BannerMania (V 1.1 from Broderbund). It includes
fonts and effects to make great banners that can be
printed on a LaserPrinter or the ImageWriter I1. He also
showed us howto use the Font/DA Mover to put specific
fonts in programs rather than have all your fonts in the
system folder. Then fonts that are used in graphic
programs are kept in those programs; fonts for DTP
work are kept in that program, etc.

Next, Rick Matteson demonstrated Suitcase 2. He
showed howyou can use this program to set up font files
that can be opened independently of the ones that must
be kept in the system folder. With this program you can
alsotemporarilyinstall a font during one session and set
up suitcases of sounds or fkeys.

Rick also demonstrated many of the parts of Now
Utilities, a software package with 10 different utilities.
It won MacWeek and MacUser awards. Among these
were (1) Super Boomerang, which finds files and folders
instantly from among those you’ve used recently, (2)
Alarms Clock, which displays the time and reminders in
the menu bar. When 10 pm arrived, anotice in the menu
bar read, “time to go home”, but we stayed on. (3)
MultiMaster, which easily launches applications and
files. (4) NowMenus, which makes the Apple Menu
hierarchical. If you're looking for a good utilities pack-
age this looks like a good one. It can be purchased by
mail order for about $85.

It was 10:30 when most people left after this excellent
program. If you are an educator and have been thinking
of joining the EdSIG, I highly recommend it to you. B

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The May Meeting In A Nutshell
Nancy L. Pope

The May general meeting opened with Bradley Dichter’s
QUESTION and ANSWER SESSION:

Q: What corrupts a font file and how is this corrected?
User is using System 7. A: Get a copy of font DA mover
4.1 and open up the old font files. Create a new font file,
copy your files into the new one and delete the old file.
(Bradley has version 4.1, if you find it difficult to obtain.)
Q: Version 1.1.1 of the tune-up has printing problems.
Should I install it anyway? A: Yes, it will fix other bugs
and supplies a new chooser and start-up file. Avoid the
printing problems by making a copy of your LaserWriter
file and replace it in your folder after the tune-up. Q:
Does Disk Doubler slow down the IIsi? A: Yes, but not
significantly. The program will slow down the IIsc a bit,
but it may be worthwhile. Think about a memory up-
grade.

Q: Is it recommended to reformat your hard drive with
System 7? A: Yes. To avoid problems, go through the
whole procedure of backing up and reformatting. Q: A
partitionicon has gone AWOL! A: Updatethe System. Q:
Can I hook up a hard drive for use with System 7 and my
Laser printer without reformatting? A: No, the Apple
LaserWriter font utility will reformat the drive so that
it's exclusively usable for the Laser printer. Since it is
no longer something that can be mounted on the desk-
top, you can never switch the drive back and forth
between the two without reformatting. Q: How to setup
termination on a Ilcx with a SyQuest 44 and CMS 30
harddrive daisy-chained? A: Remove the internal termi-
nation from your drives. Keep the other mechanisms off
until you need them. In this case, you have internal
termination on the drive inside your machine. Don’t use
any termination at all on the SyQuest in the middle of
your chain. Have an external terminator on the 30 meg
drive at the end of your chain.

Q: On an old LaserWriter, which can only use a manual
feed, thereis a problem with Page Maker 2.0. A: Bypass
the standard Aldus driver by using the Option key when
you goto print. Don’t use the keyboard shortcut. Q: How
to get into scripting with HyperCard? A: At the Home
Stack, click the left arrow to get to the preferences,
bring up the message window and type “MAGIC”, Re-
turn. Then the other buttons will appear and you can
start on what ever scripting level you want. Q: How to
change the line screening on PPD (printer page descrip-
tion) files in PageMaker? A: Open the document in a
word processor, change the parameters there with a
text editor (you may have to learn a little Postscript).
The PDX editor, which is available in the utilities folder
in the Aldus folder, goes beyond that in allowing you to
adjust the screens. (This applies to a half-tone image.)

Q: How to avoid automatic use of a screen saver. A:
Change time setting in the control panel. If no such
option, start up with another disk (that has a system on
it) and take that screen saver out of your system folder,
replacing it with another screen saver that hasn’t been
messed with. Q: I crashed and lost my hard drive! A: All
may not be lost. Get Norton Utilities to recover as much
as possible. Q: Can’t copy to a floppy, but will copy to a
SyQuest. The floppy is not locked. A: The disk or the
floppy drive may have failed, or the drive is dirty or
damaged. If this is a relatively new machine, bring it
back to the dealer for warranty. Q: Using the IIcx with
MS-DOS and System 7 to initialize a disk. A: Use Apple
File Exchange to access MS-DOS and slect the option
to erase and reformat the disk. Q: Looking for an
application to transfer IBM files to Mac files. A: MacLink
PC has a telecommunications module, or use Word for
Word Mac on the desktop.

BEAGLE WORKS DEMO: We had the opportunity to
glimpse BeagleWorks with a self-running five minute
demo. The demo just touched on the typical modules:
word processing, spreadsheet and charting, data base,
draw, paintand communications. BeagleWorksappeared
powerful, and should prove tobe a competitive program.
(I've used several of the Beagle Bros. programs for the
Apple II and have been impressed with their products).

CANON BUBBLE JET PRINTER - BJC 800, BJC 820:
Ms. Laura Thomas demonstrated Canon’s $2995, high
quality 4 color process printer. It prints using a dedi-
cated true black cartridge, cyan, magenta and yellow
that are capable of producing 16.7 million colors work-
ing on a 24 bit palette. The printer prints at 360 dpi.
Using a Quick Draw driver, the speedis 170 cps in high
quality and 300cps in high speed mode. There are 4 print
heads, using 64 nozzles per print head, so you get high
resolution. You have a choice of dither patterns that
produce continuous tones, diffusion or pattern, select-
able through the Quick Draw driver. Paper size is
selectable and can range up to 11.7 x 22; coated stock
is recommended but plain stock is acceptable. Trans-
parencies may be printed and will have a matte finish.

Canon chose a SCSI interface but offers options for the

i DOS market. The printer may be spooled and network

use is possible as well. Page production for 30% cover-
agewouldbe about 3-4 minutes. Recommended memory
is 8 meg if you use the supplied backgrounder. The
printer itself utilizes 2 meg. Not for use with a Classic,
a PowerBook or any less powerful Mac. The printer is
extremely quiet.

Incidentally, the
Microseeds people have chosen to package the program
in a paper sleeve, rather than plastic shrinkwrap; a
move we highly endorse. The disk arrives in a sealed
paper envelope. The disk will be replaced if the seal
arrives broken. REDUX requires 1MB of RAM and
System 6.0 or higher, including System 7.}

Long Island Macintosh User Group

The DTP SIG Redux 1.63
Balan Nagraj Reviewed by S&H Gross

At our May meeting, T had planned a demonstration and
discussion of two optical character recognition [OCR]
packages: OmniPage Pro and WordScan Plus. However,
this had to be postponed since our club’s Mac does not
have enough memory. We should be upgrading it soon
and the demonstration will be presented within the next
couple of months.

We discussed Adobe's new Multiple Master Font tech-
nology, the latest development in type design on the
Mac. Some type experts have called this development
the most exciting one since Gutenberg. Instead of the
current method of a single typeface, a Multiple Master
Font is a set of related typefaces arranged in a matrix.
This matrix can contain up to four axes defined by the
type designer; one axis can go from very light to ex-
tremely heavy characters and another from condensed
to extended. A third axis can relate to optical scaling.
Optical scaling, previously lacking in digital fonts, is
one of the major features this technology offers. The
Multiple Master Font technology provides the user with
potential to generate thousands of slightly different
typefaces by varying design attributes such as welght
width, optical size and style. ,

How great is this technology? What are the practical
uses? These are some of the issues that we will discuss
at our next meeting along with a look at Myriad the first
multiple master font released by Adobe.

LaserMaster is shipping the Unity plain paper 100 DPI
typesetter. Itincludes Turbogray, their answerto Apple’s
Photogray. We expect to demonstrate this in the next
few months. Please let me knowif you have suggestions
for topics and presenters for future meetings.

LIMacreceived a copy of REDUX, an easy touse backup
program for your hard drive, which we are planning to
raffle off at the next opportunity. First, we wish to thank
Microseeds Publishing Company of Tampa, Florida (Zip
33634) for this program. A brief review is in order.

To begin with, REDUX is truly easy to use, if and only if
you disable whatever inits interfere with the program. A
ReadMe file explains this but it is not in the manual. We
found it easier to disable all the inits before backing up.
After surmounting this problem, the actual backupis a
breeze. We were able to back up 30MB from my 40MB
internal Apple drive onto a 40MB SyQuest cartridge in
exactly 9 minutes, including disk erase time for the
backup and naming the backup disk. However, it took
41.1 MB on my backup disk to backup the 30 MB, since
REDUX creates several auxiliary files.

We could have chosen to do a straight copy. That would
have taken longer, according to the instruction manual.
REDUX also creates a script on your hard drive, which
it uses to both update for future backups and to restore
when needed. If yon choose to backup to floppies,
REDUX calculates the number of floppies needed for the
job. I found that my 30MB worth of files would have
required 35 DSDD(800k} floppies or 20 HighDensity
disks. Additional time would be required for the manual
insertion of the floppies. Please note that the programs
when backed up must berestoredin orderto be used, but
they are not compressed in the usual sense of the word.
During restoration, you may select individual filestobe
restored. When one is doing subsequent backups, you
can set the program to backup changed material only. It
is interesting that the file created by the REDUX pro-

gram can be read by any current version word processor.
